However the p artnership is not complacent and recognises that more needs to be
done to understand the nature and extent of inequality and disadvantage within our
local communities  so that we can better target services collectively to reduce any

gaps.

data on schools and educational attainment ; housing and households .

The c ommunity profiles are designed to provide local service providers, community

leaders, ward councillors and other practitioners with relevant and up to date

information about the community and  places they serve.  Each profi le has the same

format: people, place and prosperity and contains an introductio n to some of the key
characteristics of the borough or ward. They include a statistical appendix with tables

and |links to a range of information available on

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Key Findings

According to the lat  est population projections, there are 11,916 people living in
Coulsdon East. Over 25% of the population are aged over 60 years of age, which is
considerably above the borough average of 17%. Working age people in Coulsdon
East make up a smaller proportion of the population than they do across Croydon.

There is a lower level of ethnic and faith diversity in Coulsdon East than there is in
other places in Croydon. For instance, 87% of the residents of Coulsdon East are
White British compared to 63% in Croyd on. In comparison with other wards in the
borough, the school -aged population is not becoming ethnically diverse at a fast
rate.

Between the period 2001 and 2026, the total population is expected to fall by nearly
10%. This will  result from arise inth e number of single households and an ageing
population. Whilst there will be decline in the number of people aged under 60, there
will be a 10% increase in the number of older people.

Coulsdon East is one of the most affluent wards in the borough. Nearly half of the
households in Coulsdon East fal/l i Thhésepedple ®nd6 Se c ur «
to live in secure suburban homes and work is less of a challenge. Whilst they rarely

earn significant wealth, they have personal equity locked into their home s and

Whilst no areas fall into the 20% most deprived areas in England under the Index of

Multiple Depriva t i on, t hree areas fall into the 20% most
Housing and Other Servicesdé domain. Areas in subi
neighbourhoods that experience such deprivation do so because households in these

areas tend to not be located within walking distance to essential local services and

shops, cannot easily access home ownership or have high social housing waiting

lists.

Indicators on health suggest that residents in Coulsdon East are in better health than

in other parts of Croydon. The St andardi sed Mortality Ratios for
6carvaocul ar diseased6 and for o6cancerd are all |
in Croydon, London and England. Coulsdon East has the lowest percentage of births

with low birth weight out of all war ds in Croydon. On the other hand, around a

quarter (23%) of children is either obese or overweight, which is very close to the

Croydon average.

Crime is lower in Coulsdon East than across Croydon: there are approximately 50

Total Notifiable Offences per 1 ,000 population, compared to the Croydon average of
95. There are more burglary offences as a proportion of total offences in Coulsdon

East compared to Croydon.

Coulsdon East has a higher level of economic activity and the fourth lowest
proportion of ben efit claimants out of all wards in Croydon. Despite having a slightly
higher proportion of people employed in managerial and professional occupations
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compared to Croydon, Coulsdon East has less people of working age who are classed
as highly skilled and ap  proximately the same level of people w ith low or no skills

Surprisingly, GCSE attainment is lower than average with only 41% achieving five
A* -C compared to 59% across Croydon, but Key Stage 2 (KS2) attainment is higher
than average: over 90% of children achieve KS2 Level 4 in the ward.

80% of households in Coulsdon East are owner -occupiers, which is significantly
above the Croydon average and demonstrates the higher than average affluence and
wealth of people living in the ward.

According to the latest Greater London Authority (GLA) population projections, there

are 11,916 people living in Coulsdon East, making it one of the smallest wards in
Croydon, as shown in the chart below:

In -migration patterns are generally lower than Croydon. There are less migrationary

pressures upon Coulsdon East than there are in other parts of Cr oydon. This could
reflect the much higher proportion of older people and soci o-demographic groups,
such as @&ecure Suburbia, 6who tend to be less transient than other groups. Table 1,
below, presents the information on in -migration:

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A key determinant of health in later life is childhood obesity. The National Child
Measurement Programme provides accurate data based on a robust survey of

childhood obesity levels at reception class age (4 -5yearol ds)and at Year 6 age
(10 -11 year olds).

In Coulsdon East, 22.6% of reception class pupils are classed as either obese or
overweight, which is just below the borough average of 23.7%. Of these, 10.2% fall
into the obese category, which is just below the Croydon average of 10.9%.

Similarly, a further 12.4% are classed as overweight compared to 12.8% across

Croydon. The chart below  shows the percentage of children in reception classin

primary schools for each ward who are either obese or overweight , averag ed out
between the 2006/07 and 2007/08 academic years (Please note that these figures
relate to the residence of the pupils and not where they go to school ).

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In Coulsdon East, the teen  age conception rate stands at just over 40 conceptions per
1,000 females aged 15 -17 (2004 -06). This is well below the Croydon average of 56
conceptions during the same period. Coulsdon East tends to have a higher proportion
of terminations (legal abortions ) than live births  (Please note that NHS TOPs in the
table below refers to NHS  -funded Terminations of Pregnancy).

The data within this section presents an accessible analysis of the Index of Multiple

Deprivation (IMD) and the Experian Mosaic Social Index. The IMD is a combi nation of
economic, social and housing indicators into a single deprivation score for a small

area known as a Lower Super Output Area (LSOA). The Experian Mosaic Social Index

is a social classification allowing public sector agencies to better understand t he
different types of people living in an area.

Please note that the numbered LSOAs shown in the map illustrates the overall IMD.
The seven separate domains of the IMD along with the two supplementary domains

on income deprivation affecting children and o Ider people are presented for each
LSOA in Table 2.

There are no Lower Super Output Areas (LSOA) that fall within the top 20% most
deprived in the country. There is however a specific issue with barriers to housing

and services, with three areas falling in the top 20 % most deprived at the national
level, including two in the top 10%. Are as that experience such deprivation are likely

to have households who have difficulty in accessing owner -occupation, and barriers

to essential services, such as the road distance to a GP or post office. Table 2 shows
how the eight LSOAs in Coulsdon East, s hown in Map 1, are performing against the
domains that form the overall IMD (2007). The ranking for each domain is shown

using the following key:

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About the Data Sources

Croydon Council has completed a community profiling exercise based on a thorough
statistical analysis of data from a number of different sources. The sources and
terms used are described below.

Children an  d young people are defined as those persons who are aged between 0
19 years of age. Working age people (or people of working age) are defined as

those persons who are aged between 20 -59 years of age. Older people  are defined

as those persons who are aged 6 0 years of age or over.

The Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) classification refers to local people
belonging to Black, Asian, Mixed, Chinese and Other ethnic groups.

The Minority Ethnic classification refers to local people belonging to Black, Asian,
Mix ed, Chinese and Other, White Irish and White Other ethnic groups.

Standardised Mortality Ratio (SMR) isthe death rate calculated to enable fair
comparison between areas by allowing for age and sex differences in the composition
of the population  of areas. SMR is expressed as a ratio of the average value: values
greater than 100 indicate higher than average mortality, values less than 100

indicate lower than average mortality.

Childhood obesity is problematic to measure. The assessment of overweig ht and

obesity in children needs to take account of the different growth patterns of girls and

boys at each age and so a universal classification cannot be used to define obesity in
children as is the case with adults. The UK National Body Mass Index perce ntile
classification (based on the UK 1990 reference population) is currently used. This

uses a BMI threshold at each age above which a child is considered overweight or

obese. BMIs over the 85 ™ percentile are defined as overweight and over the 95

perce ntile as obese.
