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Introduction

Croydon is a dynamic and complex place facing a variety of opportunities and

chall enges. Meeting the needs of the boroughos cl
be important for local services which  work hard to ensure their activities and plans

reflect the needs of differentc  ommunities and  places in the borough.

Knowing and understanding the needs of local people is integral to delivering

Croydondés overall priorities set out in our Local
aspirations of all communities that live and work in the borough. It is at the heart of

local service delivery for the public, voluntary and business sectors. A shared

understanding of our communities is a core element of strong partnership working.

Cr oy d docab strategic partnership (a range of agencie s that work together to

improve outcomes for local people) has made significant progress towards improving

its knowledge and understanding of local people and their needs. In 2008/09

Croydondés Observatory was | aunched as apppartner sl
evidence based policy making. Two major assessments of needs were undertaken in

partnership : the Council and Croydon NHS conducted a Joint S trategic Needs

Assessment (JSNA) ; and a crime assessment was carried out  with the police.

However the partn  ership is not complacent and recognises that more needs to be
done to understand the nature and extent of inequality and disadvantage within our

local communities  so that we can better target services collectively to reduce any
gaps.

Croydonds f inityprofilee 9 which include a borough profile and one for each
ward , are designed to provide a range of data and information about the physical,

social and economic make  -up of the communities and where possible raw population
numbers, broken down by age, gender , ethnicity, religion and belief; health
indicators ; deprivation statistics; crime statistics;  economic activity, employment;
data on schools and educational attainment ; housing and households .

The c ommunity profiles are designed to provide local service providers, community
leaders, ward councillors and other practitioners with relevant and up to date
information about the community and  places they serve.  Each profi le has the same

format: people, place and prosperity and contains an introduction to some of the key
characteristics of the borough or ward. They include a statistical appendix with tables

and |links to a range of information available on
will contain a variety of other data and information that complime nts the information

found in these documents e.g. the Index of Multiple Deprivation 200 7.

Community profiles will address local government priorities set out in the Local Area

Agreement and wider government priorities along with contributing to the
Compr ehensive Area Assessment.

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Key Findings

According to population projections, Coulsdon West has 13,220 people, which is
slightly below average population size for a ward in Croydon. The current population

has proportionally more older people aged over 60 than the average for Croydon,

whilst working -age people in Coulsdon West make up a slightly smaller proportion.

The population of Coulsdon West is considerably less ethnically diverse than Croydon
as awhole. In 2001, 15% of the population were from Black and Minority Ethnic
communities, which was half the borough average of 30%.

It is projected that the population o f Coul sdon West wil-termédlped i n
population of older people is expected to increase at a fast rate than it will across the
whole of Croydon  between 2001 and 2026.

The size of non -Christian religious communities is smaller in Coulsdon West than itis

across Croydon as a whole. In 2001, Christians were the largest religious community

in Coulsdon West making up 71% of the population. Whilst there were small religious

groupings of other religions, people whameshave 06n

their name suggests, ar e households with high incomes, settled in the ir work, often

in senior management positions. Households that fall into the 6S:¢
group tend to live in secure suburban homes and work is less of a challenge. Whilst

they rarely earn significant wealth, they have personal equity locked into th eir

homes and investments.

Whilst no areas fall into the 20% most deprived areas in England under the Index of

Mul ti ple Deprivation, two areas fall into the 20¢
Housing and Other Servicesdé domdondon Areas in subi
neighbourhoods that experience such deprivation do so because households in these

areas tend to not be located within walking distance to essential local services and

shops, cannot easily access home ownership or have high social housing waiting

lists.

Generally, residents in Coulsdon West, according to most indicators, are in better

health than residents across the borough as a whole. The average life expectancy for

aresidentin the ward is higher than the borough average. The Standardised

Mortal ity Ratio for O6Cancerd, in particular, is arc
national averages.

On other measures of health, the ward also performs better than the borough as a

whole. Teenage pregnancy rates and the percentage of babies with low birt h weight
are among the lowest in the borough. Childhood obesity, in addition, is lower in

Coulsdon West than the Croydon average.
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Crime is considerably lower in Coulsdon West than across Croydon: there are
approximately 50 Total Notifiable Offences per 1, 000 population, compared to the
Croydon average of 95. There are more burglary offences in Coulsdon West as a
proportion of total offences compared to Croydon.

Coul sdon Westods residents are the third most ecol
populations in Croydon. Residents tend to be employed in broadly similar

occupations to the Croydon average. However, only 18% of residents have Level 4 or

above qualifications and skills, in comparison with ~ 24% in Croydon and 31% across

London; this is surprising giv en the low level of worklessness in the ward and the

types of occupations the residents are employed within.

The educational attainment of pupils in Coulsdon West exceeds the borough average

at Key Stage 2 (KS2) and GCSE level. Attainment at KS2 for Math s was just above
the national average, whilst English was 6% higher than the Croydon average.

Moreover, 73% of children achieved five GCSE A* -C grades in 2008 compared to
59% in Croydon.

The wealth and affluence of residents in the ward is reflected in th e high proportion
of owner occupation.  Coulsdon West has one of the highest proportions of

households with owner occupation in London: 88% of households own their own
home in the ward, which is much higher than the Croydon average of 67%.

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A key determinant of health in later life is childhood obesity. The National Child
Measurement Programme provides accurate data based on a robust survey of

childhood obesity levels at reception class age (4 -5yearolds)and at Year 6 age
(10 -11 year olds).

In Coulsdon West, 18.2% of reception class pupils are classed as either obese or

overweight, which is just below the borough average of 23.7%. Of these, 7.0% fall
into the obese category, which is close the Cr oydon average of 10.9%. Similarly, a
further 11.2% are classed as overweight compared to 12.8% across Croydon. The

chart below shows the percentage of children in reception class in primary schools
for each ward who are either obese or overweight averaged out between the
2006/07 and 2007/08 academic years (Please note that these figures relate to the
residence of the pupils and not where they go to school ).

In Coulsdon West, the teen  age conception rate stands at 24 conceptions per 1,000
females aged 15 -17 (2004 -06). This is well below the Croydon average of 56
conceptions during the same period. Coulsdon West has a very low proportion of live
births to terminations (Please note that N HS TOPs in the table below refers to NHS
funded Terminations of Pregnancy).

Deprivation (IMD) and the Experian Mosaic Social Index. The IMD is a combination of
economi c, social and housing indicators into a single deprivation score for a small
area known as a Lower Super Output Area (LSOA). The Experian Mosaic Social Index
is a social classification allowing public sector agencies to better understand the
different type s of people living in an area.

Please note that the numbered LSOAs shown in the map illustrates the overall IMD.

The seven separate domains of the IMD along with the two supplementary domains

on income deprivation affecting children and older people are p resented for each
LSOA in Table 2.

There are 59 Total Notifiable Offences per 1000 population in Coulsdon West

compared to 95 in Croydon. Within the ward, theft and handling comprises 39% of

crime, and burglary is 20%, both higher than the Croydon rates. However, violent

crime, drugs crime and fraud and forgery are lower than the Croydon rates.

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About the Data Sources

Croydon Co uncil has completed a community profiling exercise based on a thorough
statistical analysis of data from a number of different sources. The sources and
terms used are described below.

Children and young people are defined as those persons who are aged be tween O -
19 years of age. Working age people (or people of working age) are defined as
those persons who are aged between 20 -59 years of age. Older people  are defined

as those persons who are aged 60 years of age or over.

The Black and Minority Ethnic (BME ) classification refers to local people
belonging to Black, Asian, Mixed, Chinese and Other ethnic groups.

The Minority Ethnic classification refers to local people belonging to Black, Asian,
Mixed, Chinese and Other, White Irish and White Other ethnic g roups.

Data on National Insurance Number Registrations of Overseas Nationals

(shown in Table 6 within the O6Statistical Appendi
the major international migrant groups that have recently migrated into the ward

and Croydon from abroad.

Standardised Mortality Ratio (SMR) isthe death rate calculated to enable fair
comparison between areas by allowing for age and sex differences in the composition

of the population of areas. SMR is expressed as a ratio of the average value: values
greater than 100 indicate higher than average mortality, values less than 100

indicate lower than average mortality.

Childhood obesity is problematic to measure. The assessment of overweight and
obesity in children needs to take account of the dif ferent growth patterns of girls and
boys at each age and so a universal classification cannot be used to define obesity in
children as is the case with adults. The UK National Body Mass Index percentile
classification (based on the UK 1990 reference popula tion) is currently used. This
uses a BMI threshold at each age above which a child is considered overweight or
obese. BMIs over the 85 ™ percentile are defined as overweight and over the 95
percentile as obese.
