Two major assessments of needs were undertaken in
partnership: the Council and Croydon NHS conducted a Joint Strategic Needs
Assessment (JSNA ); and a crime assessment was carried out with the police.

However the partnership is not complacent and recognises that more needs to be
done to understand the nature and extent of inequality and disadvantage within our

local communities so that we can better target services collectively to reduce any
gaps.

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Key F Indings

According to population projections, there are 14,085 people living in Fairfield; above
average size for a ward population in Croydon. Fairfield also has one of the largest
proportions of working  -age people out of all wards in Croydon, as 67% of F airfield
residents are aged between 17 and 60.

The population of Fairfield is also very ethnically diverse: 39% are from a Minority

Ethnic background. In recent years, the school -aged population has become
increasingly diverse with Minority Ethnic groups now forming over 50% of the
school -aged population, whilst White British school -aged children have declined in
number.

It is projected that the population of Fairfield will increase significantly between the
period 2001 and 2026. This is expected, as ma jor housing development will take
place in Croydon Town Centre. A proportional increase in working age people is
expected, whilst children and young people along with older people will increase in
number, but will decrease as a proportion of total populati on.

The majority of residents in Fairfield are <cl as
means they tend to be well educated young adults employed in professional

occupations, with few children and are more transient than other social groups. The

populati on projection would indicate that this group will increase in the ward in the

long -term.

According to the Index of Multiple Deprivation, there is no area in the ward that falls

within the 20% most deprived in the country. However, five areas fall within t he

20% most deprived, in terms of o6Living Environme
the lowest 5%. This suggests that these areas contain a higher than average

proportion of housing that does not meet Decent Homes Standards, a poorer level of

air qualit y and a higher occurrence of road traffic accidents.

Health indicators suggest that residents in Fairfield are in worse health than in other

parts of Croydon. The Standardised Mortality Rat|
in line with the borough l evel although the incidence of 0cC.
significantly higher in Fairfield. Overall, the average life expectancy in Fairfield ward

is in line with the borough average.

Childhood obesity is a more significant issue in Fairfield than in other wards. 27% of
children at reception class age are classified as either obese or overweight, which is
above the borough average of 23% and the third highest in the borough.

There are 280 Total Notifiable Offences per 1,000 population in Fairfield w hich is
nearly triple the Croydon average, of 95 offences. The high level of offences is

mainly because the ward contains most of Croydon town centre: the centre has a

much higher level of activity and large non -residential population which is not taken

into account when estimating the Total Notifiable Offences per 1,000 population.
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The level of unemployment in Fairfield is just above the Croydon average at 6%. The
occupational structure is different however, with significantly more managers and
professio nals living in the ward compared to Croydon and less people in the lower
skilled professions. This is reflected in the greater proportion of residents in the ward
classified as highly skilled in comparison to the borough average.

Educational attainment is similar to the Croydon average. On the one hand,

attainment at Key Stage 2 is broadly in line with the borough average. On the other

hand, 67.5% of pupils (resident in the ward) achieve five GCSEs A* -C compared to
59% across Croydon as a whole.

Given the high percentage of working age people and large proportion of households

that fall under the O6Urban Intelligenced classif.]
households privately rent in Fairfield (twice the Croydon average). The higher than

average proportion is also the result of the excellent transport links into Central

London and the South East of England within the ward.

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2026 projectio ns are for the population to increase by over 37%, with significant
growth predicted across all age groups, as shown in Figure 3. This goes against the
general trend across Croydon, where the population will decrease over the next 20
years. The number of ¢ hildren and young people, as well as people of a working age
is increasing significantly, in contrast with the Croydon average where these is a

decline in these groups.

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A key determ inant of health in later life is childhood obesity. The National Child

Measurement Programme provides accurate data based on a robust survey of

childhood obesity levels at reception class age (4

(10 -11 year olds).

In Fairf ield, 27.7% of reception class pupils are classed as either obese or
overweight, which is above the borough average of 23.7%. Of these, 12.1% fall into

the obese category, which is slightly above the Croydon average of 10.9%. Similarly,
a further 15.6% are classed as overweight, compared to 12.8% across Croydon. The
chart below shows the percentage of children in reception class in primary schools
for each ward who are either obese or overweight averaged out between the
Please note that these figures relate to the
residence of the pupils and not where they go to school.)

In Fairfield, the teenage conception rate stands at 58 conceptions per 1,000 females
aged 15 -17 (2004 -06). This is slightly above the Croydon average of 56 conceptions
during the same period. Fairfield tends to have a slightly higher proportion of
terminations (legal abortion) than live births (Please note that NHS TOPs in the table
below refers to NHS -funded Terminations of Pregnancy).

The data within this section presents an accessible analysis of the Index of Multiple
Deprivation (IMD) and the Experian Mosaic Social Index. The IMD is a combination of
economic, social and hous ing indicators into a single deprivation score for a small
area known as a Lower Super Output Area (LSOA). The Experian Mosaic Social Index
is a social classification allowing public sector agencies to better understand the
different types of people living in an area.

Please note that the numbered LSOAs shown in the map illustrates the overall IMD.
The seven separate domains of the IMD along with the two supplementary domains
on income deprivation affecting children and older people are presented for each
LSOA in Table 2.

Crime rate
The crime rate in Fairfield is nearly triple that of Croydon at 280 Total Notifiable

Offences (TNO) per 1000 population compared to 95 in Croydon. Within the ward,
theft and handling is high at 37% of all crime, as are drugs related offences (13%

compared to 9%). Criminal damage and burglary is low h owever (relative to the

corresponding percentage of all crime in Croydon). The charts below illustrate the
