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Introduction

Croydon is a dynamic and complex place facing a variety of opportunities and

challenges. Meeting the needs of the boroughés cl
be important for local services which  work h ard to ensure their activities and plans
reflect the needs of different communities and places in the borough.

Knowing and understanding the needs of local people is integral to delivering

Croydonodés overall priorities set anddddrassingtbeur L oc al
aspirations of all communities that live and work in the borough. It is at the heart of

local service delivery for the public, voluntary and business sectors. A shared

Cr oy d dogabd strategic partnership (a range of agencies that work together to
improve outcomes for local people) has made significant progress towards improving

its knowledge and understanding of local people and their needs. In 2008/09

Croydonds Observatory was |l aunched as a partner sl
evidence based policy making. Two major assessments of needs were undertaken in

partnership : the Council and Croydon NHS conducted a Joint S trategic Needs

Assessment (JSNA) ; an d a crime assessment  was carried out  with the police.

However the partnership is not complacent and recognises that more needs to be
done to understand the nature and extent of inequality and disadvantage within our
local communities  so that we can bette  r target services collectively to reduce any

gaps.

Croydondés first c¢ qwhihincludey baoough profile ansl one for each
ward , are designed to provide a range of data and information about the physical,

social and economic make -up of the co mmunities and where possible raw population
numbers, broken down by age, gender , ethnicity, religion and belief; health
indicators ; deprivation statistics; crime statistics;  economic activity, employment;
data on schools and educational attainment ; housing and households .

The c ommunity profiles are designed to provide local service providers, community
leaders, ward councillors and other practitioners with relevant and up to date

information about the community and  places they serve.  Each profi le has the same
format: people, place and prosperity and contains an introduction to some of the key
characteristics of the borough or ward. They include a statistical appendix with tables

and |links to a range of information avawdogbl e on
will contain a variety of other data and information that compliments the information

found in these documents e.g. the Index of Multiple Deprivation 200 7.

Community profiles will address local government priorities set out in the Local Area

Agree ment and wider government priorities along with contributing to the
Comprehensive Area Assessment.

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Key F Indings

According to population projections, there are 10,981 people in Fieldway , which is
the second smallest ward population in Croydon. There is a significantly larger
proportion of children and young people than the Croydon aver age; 34% of the ward

population compared to 26% in Croydon.

Fieldway has a lower level of ethnic diversity in comparison with the borough
average . 75% of the population is White British, more than the Croydon average of
63% . The level of people froma Black African background is slightly higher than the

Croydon average. In recent years, the Black African school -aged population has been
increasing in number, which would indicate how
the future.

It is projected that the p opulation of Fieldway will change in the long term. There will

be a decrease in the proportion of children and young people, whilst there will be a

substantial increase in the proportion of working age people.

These households tend to also be living in socially -rented housing.

There are significant a  reas of deprivation in Fieldway. According to the Index of
Multiple Deprivation,  six of the seven areas in the ward fall into the  20% most
deprived areas in England and with one area in the 10% most deprived. Every area

in the ward falls into at | east the 20% most

Health indicators sugg est that residents in Fieldway are in worse health than
residents generally across Croydon: the Standardised Mortality Ratios for
6cardiovascul ar di seaseb¢6, for 6cancer 6 and
than the borough average. This is refl ected in an average life expectancy for

residents in the ward, which is below the borough average.

On other health indicators, such as childhood obesity, low birth weight and teenage
pregnancy, a higher than average rate of teenage conceptions appears th e most
significant issue for the ward. There are 76 conceptions per 1,000 girls aged 15 -17
compared to 56 in Croydon and 41 in England.

Crime is similar in Fieldway to the Croydon average: there are approximately 90

Total Notifiable Offences per 1,000 pop ulation, compared to the Croydon average of
95. There is more criminal damage and violence against a person offences ,asa
proportion of total offences in Fieldway compared to the Croydon average.

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Economic activity amongst residents in Fieldway is signi ficantly lower than the
Croydon average. 26% of the working age population claim out of work benefits

compared to 14% in Croydon; Fieldway has the highest percentage of benefits
claimants out of all wards in Croydon. Moreover, t he level of unemployment, at 10%,
is well above the Croydon average. Of those who are in employment , a much lower

proportion work within managerial and professional occupations compared to
Croydon.

However, given that two thirds of the population have low or no skills or
qualificati ons, it is unexpected that the ward experiences such a higher than average
level of worklessness.

The housing tenure pattern is also another distinctive feature of Fieldway. 57% of
households socially rent compared to 17% in Croydon. This helps to partly explain
the level of deprivation found across areas in the ward.

The Standardised Mortality R atio (SMR) for &ardiovascular disease 0is significantly
higher in  Fieldway , when compared with Croydon as a whole . The SMR for 0 ancer dis
40% higher than the national average and more than 40% higher than the borough
average . The health data shown in Figure 8 is expressed as a Standard Mortality
Ratio , which allows comparisons between areas. The England ratio is expressed as

100, and the other area SMRs are expressed relative to this.

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A key determinant of health in later life is childhood obesity. The National Child
Measurement Programme  provides accurate data based on a robust survey o f
childhood obesity levels at reception ¢ lass age (4 -5 year olds) and at Year 6 age
(10 -11 year olds).

In Fieldway, 25.4% of reception class pupils are classed as either obese or

overweight, which is just above the borough average of 23.7%. Of these, 13.4% fall
into the obese category, which is also above the Croydon average of 10.9%. A

further 12.0% are classed as overweight compared to 12.8% across Croydon. The

chart below shows the percentage of children in reception class in primary schools

for each ward who are either obese or overweight averaged out between the

2006/07 and 2007/08 academic years. (Please note that these figures relate to the
residence of the pupils and not where they go to school).

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In Fieldway, the teenage con  ception rate stands at 76 conceptions per 1,000 females
aged 15-17 (2004 -06). This is well above the Croydon average of 56 conceptions

during the same period . Fieldway tends to have equal proportions of terminati ons
(legal abortions) and live births (Please note that NHS TOPs in the table below refers

to NHS -funded Terminations of Pregnancy).

The data within this section presents an accessible analysis of the Index  of Multiple
Deprivation (IMD) and the Experian Mosaic Social Index. The IMD is a combination of
economic, social and housing indicators into a single deprivation score for a small

area known as a Lower Super Output Area (LSOA). The Experian Mosaic Social Index

is a social classification allowing public sector agencies to better understand the
different types of people living in an area.

Please note that the numbered LSOAs shown in the map illustrates the overall IMD.

The seven separate domains of the IMD along with the two supplementary domains
on income deprivation affecting children and older people are pr esented for each
LSOA in Table 2

There are 90 Total Notifiable Offences per 1000 population , which is close to the

Croydon rate of 95 offences . However, the breakdown of crime within the ward

shows significantly ~ more criminal damage compared with the borough level (37.5%

compared to 15.6%). Violence is also slightly higher at 24%. Rates of other crimes

are therefore almost universally significantly low er compared to Crlheg donds
charts below illustrate th e major five types of criminal offences in Croydon and the

ward.
